RULES YOU MUST FOLLOW WHILE VOLUNTEERING  

AT BUTTE HUMANE SOCIETY 

 
After reading each rule and agreeing to them, initial in the spaces provided 

 

 Volunteers can only take ONE dog per person out of a kennel at any time. 

 

If I am volunteering with more than one person and we would both like to take a dog out of a kennel, the 

dogs must be from the same kennel! There are three socialization areas so if we would like to take 

dogs out of different kennels, we must take them to different socialization areas. 

 

I MUST report any scratches, bites or other injuries that break the skin and cause bleeding while 

volunteering or at the shelter. 

 

No puppies under the age of 5 months can be touched or taken out of their kennel/cage, unless they are 

fully vaccinated. No animals that have “I need vaccinations” tags may be taken out of their kennel/cage.  

 

 

I will not touch, take out, or talk to the public about any animals that are not listed for adoption. 

I am NOT allowed to enter the quarantine area, the courtyard area or the medical room.  

 

 

I must wear some sort of identification that shows that I am a volunteer (shirt, button or name tag) 

 

 

I must sign in and out using my PIN number on the Volgistics system on the computer in the lobby. If I 

don’t remember my PIN, I can come to the admin office  to let Kendall Story know or leave a note on 

her desk stating my name, date, when I clocked in and out and what activity I did. 

 

When speaking with the public, I must identify myself as a volunteer. If I’m asked a question and am 

not 100% sure that I can provide a complete and correct answer, I will refer them to a staff member. 

 

I must listen to and follow rules and guidelines that employees and advanced volunteers give me while 

volunteering at the shelter, especially during my training period. 

 

I understand and agree to abide by these rules and realize that if I break one of these rules I will be given a 

verbal warning; a second will result in a written warning; and the third serious offense will result in my 

termination as a volunteer.
